i)   Co-option Voting Process The person co-opted must receive a majority of the votes of those Councillors present and voting at the meeting where the co-option takes place. Where there are two or more applicants for one vacancy, this rule means that a person must get a majority of votes over all the other applicants. Thus where applicant A receives four votes, and applicants B and C receive three votes and one vote respectively , A is not elected because he has the same number of votes as B and C put together and does not have a majority over their combined votes. Where there are more than two applicants it is desirable to eliminate the applicant with the least number of votes, so that the final vote is between two applicants only. After the vote the Clerk will notify the applicants of the results as soon as practicable.

ii)  Successfully co-opted applicants become Councillors in their own right, with immediate effect having signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office and are no different from any other member. Their term of office runs until the next quadrennial elections for the Town Council. (May 2023)
